Read me—SOFEX SeaSoar TCO2 data

1)  Liquid TCO2 standards employed for shipboard calibration were not stable.  Thus, data was calibrated post-cruise via multiple check samples that were collected and poisoned at sea, and returned to Taro Takahashi’s laboratory for accurate analysis.  These check samples were synchronized with the SeaSoar data and a linear regression of the resulting data pairs was performed and the regression function used as the calibration function. 

2)  There appeared to be a shift in system sensitivity toward the end of SeaSoar deployment 11 (data contained in file SFXss11c.TCO2), as evidenced by a sudden offset in the relationship between  TCO2 and salinity at depth.  The later data were corrected for this offset and are included as an additional column of data titled ‘corrected TCO2’, which follows the uncorrected data in this file.
