Observing

Definition:

· Look closely, (visually) analyze, watch, ntice with detail using as many senses as is responsible

Students will:

· Create questions

· Collect data

· Hypothesize

· Predict

· Record detailed descriptions: written word, pictures, diagrams, quantifiable/qualifiable

· Argue…oops! Communicate constructively, discuss

· Infer

· Utilize prior knowledge

· Demonstrate intrigue

· Compare observations with larger group

Hypothesizing
Definition:

· A testable, educated guess

· If/then statement

· Testable explanation

· Based on observations

Students will be:

· Making observations

· Asking questions

· Drawing conclusions

· Writing/communicating hypotheses

· Making predictions
Planning
Definition:

· Plotting out your course

· Gathering material and preparing for activities

· Designing experiments

Students would:

· List materials and steps

· Make a timeline

· Delegating tasks

Interpreting data
Definition:

· Taking data/information and making a connection to or applying that data to a process

Students will be:

· Completing graphic representations

· Writing/communicating connection of data to theory (writing a conclusion)

· Generating more questions

Communicating
Definition:

· Transmitting (and receiving) information about a topic to one another

Students will:

· Talk to each other

· Make eye contact

· Listen actively

· Discuss/debate/argue

· Draw

· Write: observation, conclusions, ideas, songs, poems, speeches, plays
· Graph

· Present

· Interpret: dance, sign language, other languages

· Reflection: think-time

Questioning
Definition:

· Building upon observation and prior knowledge a series of inquiries expanding the students’ understanding of the material

Students will be:

· Hands being raised

· Discussion increased

· May expand into related areas

Investigating
Students would:

· Observe a process

· Come up with questions

· Guess what they are observing

· Develop and explanation of why

· Possibly refine or retest
