Part 2 - Data Story Assignment Procedure
To complete your group’s Data Story:
1. Go to the website: http://polar-ice.org/focus-areas/polar-data-stories/
2. Scroll down the page to find the Polar Story that you landed on in the Polar Play game.
3. Click the link and open the Data Story.
4. Choose one student to be the scribe. He/she should open a Google doc and label it with the Data Story name and the group members’ names.6.
5. As your group works through the Data Story pages, the scribe will carefully and clearly record all required information. Be sure to record your responses in a clear context.
6. If the Data Story asks you to record an image or graph, the scribe will copy and paste it into the Google doc.
7. Submit the Google doc to your teacher as directed.
8. When your group finishes your assigned Data Story, you will work as scientists to develop a testable question to further investigate the science concept of your story. 

Part 3 - Fund My Research Procedure
fundmyresearch.com
1. As a group, decide what further question you want to investigate about the topic you just reviewed. This may be anything that you choose to research that relates to the Data Story concept.
2. You will present your research question to the class in the form of a Research funding request, modeled after the gofundme.com website.
3. Your research request will be in the in the format that your teacher provides. It will be a facsimile of a Go Fund Me page. 
4. You can use the “Go Fund Me” website as a guide. Open the following link to see an example of a Go Fund Me campaign. Scroll through and view the different components. 
5. Review this link to see steps in setting up a gofundme account. This may help you design your research request. https://support.gofundme.com/hc/en-us/articles/203604494-GoFundMe-Guide-Six-Steps-to-a-Successful-Campaign 
6. Your teacher will provide you with a template for your fundmyresearch.com request. You must include all of the components on the template.
7. When completed, submit the completed template with your teacher.
